Week One:   February 7, 2012:  

God’s Unconditional Love... “Is Real”

Main Scripture: 1 John 4:19 … “We love him, because he first loved us”.

	- Pray that we know that the very character of God is Love-No longer struggling to be healed, blessed, prosperous, etc. John 1:12; I John 4:7-8 ; Eph 3:17-19 ; I Peter 1:1-8 

	 -Pray that God’s love will be revealed to the world. Mark 16;John 1:29;John 3:16-17; John 17:20-21; I Tim. 3:16; I John 4:10-12,16-17

	 - Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love makes us righteous; we have right-standing with God. Ps. 34:17;Ps.92:12; Ps. 107:42;Ps.146:8;Romans 3; Romans 11:6; Gal. 5;Phil 3:9; I Peter 3:12; I John 1:9

	- Pray that we know that favor is given to us because of God’s unconditional love.

Ps. 5:12;Ps. 41:11 Romans 8:37; III John 2

	- Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love is everlasting; Our God is faithful; He has given us the God kind of life. Is. 26:4; Ps. 107:43;Jer. 31:3; Mark 10:29-30; John 17:22-26


Week Two:  February 14, 2012 

God’s Unconditional Love Is … “Free / Feeling”

Main Scripture:  Gal. 5:1 “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free,”

	 - Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love provides protection-keeps us free from worry: Is. 12:2; Jn. 8:36;Heb 13:5;

	 - Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love frees us from trusting in our works for salvation: John 4:24; Jn. 8:36;  Rom. 8:2;  Eph. 2:8

	 - Pray that we know that because God’s love is unconditional, we can be holy. II Cor. 5:19; I Peter 1:10-12

	 - Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love brings us victory. Ex. 17:14-17; Ps. 41:11; Ps. 98; Ps. 103; Romans 2:11;I Cor. 15:57; II Cor. 2:14; Col 2:15; I John 5:4

	 - Pray that we know that God’s unconditional love brings us joy. Neh. 8:10; Ps. 100; Gal. 5:22-23; I John 4:8


Week Three:  February 21, 2012

God’s Unconditional Love … “Leads you to love [accept] others” 

Main Scripture: ~ John 13:35 ~The Message (MSG) ~   "Let me give you a new command: Love one another. In the same way I loved you, you love one another. This is how everyone will recognize that you are my disciples—when they see the love you have for each other." 

	 - Pray that we allow the unconditional love of God to flow in our personal relationships/church: Luke 6:35;II Cor. 5:14-15; 1 Jn. 3:14-15;  James 2:8;  Heb. 10:25; 1 Pet. 1:22

	 -Pray that we allow the unconditional love of God to flow in our marriages. Gen 2:18-25 ;Song of Sol. 7:10,8:7;Eph 5:23-24;Col 3:19;

	 - Pray that we allow the unconditional love of God to guide us in raising our children. Pro. 11:21,13:24; Is. 54:13;John 17:15;Acts 16:31;

	 - Pray that we allow the unconditional love of God to flow in our workplace/schools. Ps. 119:11; Mark 12:31; Luke 12:24-31: II Tim 3:14-17

	 - Pray that we allow the unconditional love of God to flow in our government/nations. Ps. 37:29; Pro. 11:10; I Tim 2:1-6, 6:1


Week Four:  February 28, 2012

God’s Unconditional Love is…  “Life Changing”

Main Scripture: 1 Cor. 13:8 [AMP]... “Love never fails [never fades out or becomes obsolete or comes to an end].”  … It is life-changing
	 - Pray that we will rest in God’s unconditional love for us:  1 Jn. 3:2; 1 Jn. 5:14-15;

	 - Pray that all will know that God’s unconditional love would have been given even if they were the only one alive. Matt 18:12-14;Luke 15:3-10;11-32

	 - Pray that all will know that God’s unconditional love enables us to fulfill His purposes for our lives:  Jer. 1:5;Jer. 29:11

	 - Pray that our lives are marked by His grace (His unconditional love)-no longer trying to live by the law, but by grace, we are already qualified in Christ:  Eph. 2:6-9; I Jn. 2:2;  I Jn. 4:13;Eph 3:19;Romans 3:21-26,5:8; Isaiah 59:2

	 - Pray that God’s unconditional love leads us to forgive others/ourselves-which brings peace, healing to our bodies/situations. Is. 53; Mark 11:22-26; Acts 10:38; I Peter 2:24
